Métis Beading is more than an art form - it is a part of who | am, how | walk in this world, and is the
expression of my ways of knowing, being and doing. Beading is much, much more than artistic expression.
In every pattern, every stitch and every bead there is a story. As the beads begin to form a shape, and as
the ones beading spend time together a story begins to unfold. Everyone contributes, and everyone helps
to weave the story. The story then lives on in everyone who participates, and everyone who sees the
finished work.

POINTAL PAINTING WITH NICOLE COURSON

Métis dot painting is done to mimic the beadwork for which our people are well known. Stones, wood, and
cloth could all be painted using animal hair brushes but also feathers or twigs of various sizes. It is faster
than beading but still invites care, time and attention to detail while telling the stories of the Métis people
and natural world around us.

| have always been artistic, exploring drawing, painting, theater and primarily dance as my mediums. In
recent years I've become more involved in learning and creating traditional Métis art and have found it a
deeply fulfilling way to connect with that part of my heart and heritage. Pointal painting is as simple or
complex as an artist and viewer want it to be, and so many stories can be told in a series of bead-like dots.
| want to grow and share our traditional skills and the art of the Flower Beadwork People, and help keep
our culture thriving.

All work created will be a part of the Métis Art and History Exhibition, which runs from November 28, 2020 to
February 21, 2021.
